Happy New Year from your Missions Committee! The advent season leading up 

to Christmas Day helps us to look back on what God had done to prepare Israel 

for their King. But it also reminds us to look forward to the day when Christ 

Jesus will return. Revelation 1:7 says “Behold He is coming with the clouds…”  

The season after Christmas is traditionally called Epiphany, which is a word we 

use to describe a new understanding or a new idea about something. This 

season marks the arrival of the Magi or Wise Men. In Matthew chapter 2, it 

tells of their arrival. The actual definition means a divine being revealing 

himself to humankind. The Magi were looking for the signs and understood 

that Jesus was a King for all people, not just for the Jews. 

This year, pray for a new beginning! For all people to have an “epiphany” of sorts, looking for the signs that Jesus is the true 

king for all people. Pray for our missionaries around the world, that they may share the good news of Jesus’ birth, death, 

resurrection, and His promise of eternal life for those who trust in Him. Pray too, that you may shine in the darkness of this 

world to show others that Jesus is your King.
